Local Artist : Bob Reeves

He has not exhibited for more than four years, but Houghton 
artist Bob Reeves came back with a solo show at the Waterfront 
Gallery, Milford Haven. 
Bob is well known both in Pembrokeshire and further afield, as 
his paintings of Pembrokeshire landmarks and landscapes have 
travelled as far as Peru and America. 
The Dance of Life exhibition which ran from mid July to the end 
of August showcases some impressive and colourful images 
sure to catch the imagination of visitors. Some of the paintings 
are impressionist and others are very abstract but at the heart of 
them all is Bob’s love of his home county and the beauty that 
surrounds him. 

Working from his 
studio at the bottom of 
his garden, Bob likes 
to paint for himself. He 
is not painting to sell 
but, if any are sold, he 
sees this as “a bonus”. 
More than 30 
paintings, some small 
some very large, were 
displayed at the 
gallery, showing them 
off at their best. 
“I have drawn and 
painted all my life. 
“My mother said that 
when I was three I 
drew a red teddy on 
the wall and she didn’t 

know whether to smack me on the bottom or pat me on the 
head, and I have never stopped since,” Bob said. 
Bob paints mainly in oil and occasionally in acrylic, using a wide 
range of techniques such as scrafeto and layers of glaze. 
Although not professionally trained, Bob is a very technical 
painter and has impressed some of the top names in the 
business. 
People sometimes comment that it looks like he works in pastel, 
but Bob says that it is possible to achieve this effect with oils if 
you have a very light touch. His use of colour captures the eye, 
drawing you into a magical view of the Pembrokeshire 
landscape. 
As well as painting, Bob is also an accomplished sculptor and 
poet. He also teaches adults as part of Pembrokeshire County 
Council’s community education programme. 
“I don’t take myself seriously, I just enjoy painting more than 
anything,” he said. 
The Waterfront Gallery has been run as a charity for the last five 
years and it aims to promote the arts of West Wales, particularly 
Pembrokeshire. 
Curator David Randell said that they hoped the large gallery will 
become a flagship for Pembrokeshire art. He believes Bob’s 
paintings are very powerful.
